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What is DVT?

Deep vein thrombosis (DVT) is a blood clot
in one of the deep veins. Usually, DVT
occurs in your pelvis, thigh, or calf, but it
can also occur in your arm, chest, or other
locations. DVT can cause sudden swelling,
pain or a sensation of warmth. DVT can be
dangerous because it can cause a
complication known as  pulmonary
embolism. In this condition, a blood clot
breaks free from your deep veins, travels
through your bloodstream, and lodges in
your lungs. A pulmonary embolism is a
medical emergency. It can sometimes be
difficult to recognize the symptoms of DVT.
However, the condition can be effectively
treated once your physician diagnoses it.
